1.The committee had voted to contribute $700 to local schools this year.

    Nancy reported that she has offered $350.00 each to Chisholm Elementary (NSB) and Indian River Elementary (Edgewater.)  The schools are in the process of  procuring appropriate library materials, and will present us with  invoices for reimbursement.

2. Gil asked for allocation of funds to purchase more reusable grocery bags for resale.  The benefits of these are:

Gil has found a source for cotton bags imprinted in black. They come in 2 styles-regular length handles (@ $4.95 our cost) and  long-handled (shoulder-bag style)   (@ $5.55 our cost.)  The committee agreed to purchase 50 at this time.  The resale price will be $7.00
